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Makeup Steps 
Please follow this order excluding optional items if not needed: 
1. Face Prep
a. Start with a clean face.

b. Apply Light Moisturizer.

c. Apply oil mattifier, eye primer and lip primer, if necessary.


2. Foundation/Powder
a. Use Concealer brush or finger to apply concealer on blemishes and underneath the eyes, if needed.
b. Put foundation onto back of hand if using liquid version. If you use a cream version, you can apply from the pot.
c. Use Foundation brush or sponge to apply foundation to ENTIRE face going beyond chin line and blend well so there are no lines showing. 
d. Use Powder brush to lightly place loose/matte powder on ENTIRE face in order to set the foundation and eliminate shine.

3. Cheeks
a. Use Blush/Powder brush to apply cheek color in an upward motion on the cheekbones. 
b. Place color on the brush and tap off excess.  
c. Start by placing the brush on the apple of the cheek and blend toward the hairline.  Make sure the edges are not sharp, but look blended with foundation.  
Note: Begin with a light layer, more layers should be added to darken to stage makeup.

4. Eyes (Smoky Look)
a. Place color on an eyeshadow sponge or brush and tap off excess before applying

b. Apply the Honey Spice or Sweet Cream on THE ENTIRE eyelid area (from corner to corner; lid to brow) and to inner corner carrying through to lower lashline.
c. Wipe the brush with a tissue to remove the color or use the clean side of the sponge tip applicator.
d. Apply Steel or Coal from the lashes to the crease on the eye lid.
e. With big blending brush lightly blend light color and darker color until they somewhat naturally fade into one another but keeping the dark color on the eyelid only.
f. Blend more if necessary. You may need Q-tips to remove any excess shadow.
g. When you are finished the eye should look like the colors fade naturally into one another, smoky. 

5. Eyelashes (Style 117 by Ardell)
a. Test dry lashes against your own and trim to size if too large for small children.

b. Squeeze DUO eyelash glue onto back of hand.
c. Lightly dip eyelashes in glue, applying more on the outer edges. You can use tweezers to apply eyelashes if you wish.
d. Apply lashes to top HAIRLINE of real lashes. Start on the outside and slide lashes inward. They should line up with the OUTER part of your real lashes.
e. Gently pat on.
f. Wait 20 seconds before opening eyes.

6. Eyeliner
a. Apply black eyeliner to top lashes from corner to corner. Make sure you apply ON THE LASH LINE.  (Liquid is easier over fake lashes)
b. Apply black pencil eyeliner to lower lashes (This will give the smoky eye look). Make sure to apply ON THE LASH LINE.
c. Use a q-tip to lightly smudge liner to complete the smoky look.

7. Mascara (remember to change every 3 months)
a. Apply black mascara (smudgeproof ) to the top lashes by wiggling brush upward. Make sure you look down while doing so.
b. Gently sweep mascara to bottom lashes while looking up.

8. Lips
a. Apply another coat of lip primer if necessary

b. Line lips with neutral or red liner (inside for full lips, outside for thin lips).
c. Fill in all of lips with liner.
d. If you have one, use lip brush to apply red lipstick to top and lower lips (DO NOT RUB LIPS TOGETHER!) If you do not have a brush, try a sponge tip applicator. Using an applicator will prevent bacteria from growing on your lipstick.
e. Apply one coat of clear gloss on lips.

9. Clean brushes with brush cleaner or shampoo.

10. Make sure you remove all makeup before you go to bed!
Congratulations you are done!!!
The whole process may take 15-20 minutes.
Please practice on your own before the first performance.
